AVANT GARDE OBJECT THEME 2013: “STORAGE”

THE BRIEF:

Students will be required to create ONE upcycled object from USED paper, plastic 
or metal, around the theme “STORAGE”. 

The idea is for the object not to resemeble itself in its original form. 

Object dimensions: Minimum size 300mmx300mm

*All materials need to be sourced by the students themselves.

SUBMISSION:
Each and every submission must contain the following:

1.	 1 page for the introduction of the idea 
2.	 1 page for first design ideas
3.	 1 page for development of ideas
4.	 1 page for progress of design
5.	 1 page for manufacturing process
6.	 1 page detailing written concept (maximum 100 words)

* Format of each page:

•	 A4 (PLEASE COMBINE ALL 6 PAGES INTO SINGLE PDF DIGITAL 
DOCUMENT)

•	 Full name to appear on each page
